We prefer your submissions be written using a plain text editor.  Microsoft Word is OK (or any word processor), but please do not 
use fancy formatting.  The formatting will be changed to best fit the newsletter.  Also, please especially do not use all capital letters. 

When writing your article use carriage returns at the end of paragraphs only.  If you are using a plain text editor that doesn’t have 
word wrap then go ahead and use a carriage return at the end of each line.  If you forward a message and your e-mail program puts a 
symbol in column 1, like this “>”, then it is better to highlight the text and then cut or copy it to a new e-mail message.  Pictures should 
be in JPEG format or GIF if you don’t have a lot of colors.  If you use a scanner, set the scan to 96 dpi.  Limit picture size to 640x480 
pixels and send as separate attachments, don’t embed them in a document. 

Send your article as an attachment to your e-mail if possible.  If your e-mail doesn’t allow attachments then go ahead and send your 
article in the body of your e-mail.   Thanks from  - Your newsletter staff.
